John Gibbons has been active for over thirty years as a singer, guitarist and songwriter. Since the turn if he is such a trio with Craig Anderson and Karen McFeeters and the latter would he ever took office as a duo. No wonder therefore that we find them both on "Small Town Dance", the recent debut album by the best man. Both draw them for what harmonieerwerk and Anderson also does well on the acoustic one penny into the pocket. The main guest here is undeniably Colin McCaffrey. They conferred as producer on this card definitely a certain value. His technical skills and additional contributions include fiddle, mandolin, bass, guitar and piano complement Gibbons' own tricks to the perfect off. And so sounds "Smalltown Dance" really not at all as an introduction. Gibbons serves itself as an old hand in the box ready elements from genres like folk, bluegrass and traditional country ultimately to a unique sound to come. With four covers of material from others (to a beautiful interpretation of Richard Shin Dells "The Kenworth of My Dreams") and slightly more than a handful of songs he shows a more than decent first impression. Especially with his own songs that he scores high on our appreciation meters. The fact that he has compassion on it like the "little stories" of his own Vermont, makes what he does very well experienced and as such feels very authentic.
